Bliss
offers affordable women's clothing; Fremont Vintage 
Mall  has everything you could ever need to wear, fur-
nish your home, or listen to; Deluxe Junk  specializes 
in retro home furnishings; Hidden Hand Tattoo  does 
quality ink; and the just-opened Finch & Sparrow  sells 
® ne women's shoes. When hunger strikes, the Asian-in-
 ̄ected sandwiches at Baguette Box  are legendary, and 
newcomer Homegrown Sustainable Sandwich Shop
also offers seasonal salads. Get your caffeine at Fre-
mont Coffee Company , located in a comfy old house 
that feels like home. !
